Free school meal funding — help

Pupil Premium funding is money which
goes directly to the school and pays for
things like school trips, breakfast clubs, or
additional teachers and assistants to
provide extra support and 1 to 1 tutoring.
We're asking all parents to find out if their
child can get free schools meals and to
register for Pupil Premium funding.

All Foundation, Year 1 and Year 2 children
are entitled to a free school lunch but in
order to access the pupil premium
funding, we still need those parents to
apply.
