Sun-safe Policy
Keep warm and safe...have fun, but be careful
At Stepping Stones we adore making the most of the lovely fine weather and the great      outdoors, we can learn and enjoy so much in our immediate environment, but we must stay safe in the sun. For the protection of your child we ask the following: 


He/she wears a light, but long sleeved shirt, especially if particularly fair skinned


We have sun hats for use at outdoor playtimes. Please impress upon your child that it is necessary to keep safe by wearing them.

You apply sunscreen to your child before bringing them to Stepping Stones


In certain cases, if your child is with us for an extended length of time, we require 
written consent from yourselves if you wish us to help your child re-apply sunscreen to themselves. We will supply and use a suitable brand of at least factor 30 sunscreen for re-application; however parents may bring in their own in a clearly labelled bottle if preferred
He/she wears sensible footwear with good foot support
Slip on a t-shirt        Slap on the hat        Slop on the sunscreen!

DEALING WITH EPIDEMICS SUCH AS SWINE FLU, EBOLA or any life threatening disease:
STAY SAFE, KEEP HEALTHY, ENCOURAGE POSITIVE BEHAVIOUR
THEREFORE ENJOY, ACHIEVE AND BE HAPPY………………..
 Maybe a little difficult if we all go down with a serious infectious disease!
In such an event we will:
· Continue to operate as normal as long as we possibly can
· Request that parents keep us up to date with their contact numbers
· In partnership with our parents, continually remind our children to wash hands before eating, sneeze into a tissue and dispose of it in the bin, and generally be aware of spreading germs and how to prevent the spreading of infection
· Advise any parents of a child or member of staff who may have flu symptoms to stay at home and seek medical advice 
· Follow procedures if coping with a sick child during the day
· Follow procedures for school closure should the problem increase, or if staff are sick and unable to make provision. Every effort will be made to inform parents by phone and all relevant information will be placed on the web site www.newlynschool.co.uk, and on the local radio stations. 
 Keep smiling, that’s what we do best! And KEEP CALM!
In the event of a child suffering with possible EBOLA symptoms we will:

· Assess the symptoms (eg pale skin, sweating or shivering, diarrhoea,  vomiting and general weakness
· Determine if the child has arrived from Guinea, Liberia or Sierra Leone, or spent time in these countries within the past 21 days. If the answer to both of these is yes, we will:

· Immediately refer to the NHS as per normal procedures, and contact parents

· Call for an ambulance and specify the involvement of Ebola to the ambulance service to ensure the appropriate procedure and equipment is used

· Separate unwell child from all other children and staff, whilst providing reassurance to the unwell child
· Contact Public Health England on 08442253557 for assistance with subsequent action required through cleaning, decontamination etc.
· Contact Riddor and Ofsted as per procedures set out in our Safety policy and Health and Hygiene policy
